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Welcome to World Literature and Film!  This year we will be exploring World Literature and Film together.  We will read important works of fiction and nonfiction and view films that will help us develop an understanding of the philosophy, religion, and history of various cultures.  We will also compare the writing and visual styles of authors and film makers from different parts of the world and study how literature and film can affect and influence a society and how a society can affect and influence its writers and artists.  We will construct our own understanding 
of major issues that continue to have an impact on people throughout the world, such as: poverty, religious, ethnic and racial intolerance, drugs, and war. Our exploration into world literature in film, though, will also expose us to the beauty, love and hope that we all share as human beings as we struggle to make meaning of our existence.

In this class, you will be required to write critical movie reviews, literary essays and papers, and do research on the films and books we study. The overall objective is to help you develop your skills and talents so that you can experience joy, fulfillment, and success as you continue to broaden your understanding of the world.
