Diary of a Wimpy Kid by Jeff Kinney.  Genre: Humorous Realistic Fiction.  Greg is the wimpy kid.  Rowley is his best friend.  There’s a piece of rotting cheese in the school yard and plenty of misadventures to go around.

Twilight by Stephenie Meyers.  Genre:  Fantasy.  Bella's move to rainy Forks, Washington is the most boring move she will ever make, until she meets Edward, the vampire love of her life.
All Hallows’ Eve by Vivan Vande Velde.  Genre:  Short Stories.  A spine-tingling collection of scary stories.  Take Halloween night and add a possessed car, a crypt, a psychic … and ten more!

Stargirl by Jerry Spinelli.  Genre:  Realistic Fiction.  Stargirl wears pioneer dresses and kimonos to school, strums the ukulele in the cafeteria, laughs when there are no jokes, and dances when there is no music.  Popularity is fickle, but Stargirl doesn’t care what others think of her.  Leo is in love with Stargirl and is not so strong.
Maximum Ride:  The Angel Experiment by James Patterson.  Genre:  Adventure.  Max and her flock are discovered by an FBI agent and forced to go to “school.”  There is no such thing as an ordinary day there, and Max faces her greatest enemy.
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Black and White by Paul Volponi.  Genre:  Realist Fiction.  For best friends and co-players on their High School basketball team, Marcus (AKA Black) and Eddie (AKA White), life looks good. Then an armed robbery goes terribly wrong and everything changes.
Monster by Walter Dean Meyers.  Genre:  Realistic Fiction.  Steve Harmon is a Monster – on trial for felony murder.  How could this happen to him?  Should it happen to him?  Everyone says he’s evil.  Maybe they’re right.  Guilty or not guilty, Steve Harmon will never be innocent again.
Life as We Knew It by Susan Beth Pfeffer.  Genre:  Science Fiction  When a meteor knocks the moon closer to earth, Miranda and her family need to prepare for tsunamis, earthquakes, volcanic eruptions, extreme weather, food shortages and disease.

River Secrets by Shannon Hale.  Genre:  Fantasy.  Young Razo travels from Bayern to Tira at war’s end as part of a diplomatic corps, but mysterious events in the Tiran capital fuel simmering suspicions and anger, and Razo must spy out who is responsible before it is too late and he becomes trapped in an enemy land.
Cirque Du Freak by Darren Shan. Genre:  Horror.  Two boys who are best friends visit an illegal freak show, where an encounter with a vampire and a deadly spider forces them to make life-changing choices.
