Year Eleven at an exclusive prep school in the suburbs of Melbourne, Australia, would be tough enough, but it is further complicated for Amal when she decides to wear the hijab, the Muslim head scarf, full-time as a badge of her faith--without losing her identity or sense of style.
Alexie, Sherman.  The Absolutely True Diary of a Part-Time Indian.  Genre:  Realistic Fiction.  Budding cartoonist Junior leaves his troubled school on the Spokane Indian Reservation to attend an all-white farm town school where the only other Native American is the school mascot.
Anderson, Marisa.  Rock ‘n’ Roll Camp for Girls.  Genre:  How To.  Presents a guide for girls who wish to enter the world of rock and roll  and offers advice from established girl rock bands including Sleater-Kinney, Gossip, and others.  Also covers forming a band, playing instruments, publicity, performance, and other related topics.

Aronzo, Aranzi.  The Cute Book.  Genre: Crafts. Provides instructions and patterns for creating over twenty felt animals and people, including a white rabbit, a fish, a frog, and a lizard.  
Booth, Coe.  Tyrell.  Genre:  Realistic Fiction.  Fifteen-year-old Tyrell, who is living in a Bronx homeless shelter with his spaced-out mother and his younger brother, tries to avoid temptation so he does not end up in jail like his father.
Friedman, Aimee.  Breaking Up:  A Fashion High Graphic Novel.  Genre:  Graphic Novel.  Four best friends begin to experience some changes in their lives that challenge their relationship as they go into their junior year of high school.
Gregory, Deborah.  Catwalk.  Genre:  Realistic Fiction.  In Manhattan, fifteen-year-old Pashmina forms her team for Fashion International High School's annual competition to design, produce, and show a fully original clothing line in hopes of winning a real chance at a career in fashion
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Lee, John.  Street Scene.  Genre:  Drawing How To.  A guide to drawing graffiti-style figures that covers drawing techniques, style, movement, color, clothing and accessories, and backgrounds; and includes step-by-step instructions for creating eighteen characters.
Lockhart, E.  Dramarama.  Genre:  Realistic Fiction. Spending their summer at Wildewood Academy, an elite boarding school for the performing arts, tests the bond between teens Sadye and her best friend Demi.  

Lyga, Barry.  The Astonishing Adventures of Fanboy & Goth Girl.  Genre:  Realistic Fiction.  A fifteen-year-old "geek" who keeps a list of the high school jocks and others who torment him, and pours his energy into creating a great graphic novel, encounters Kyra, Goth Girl, who helps change his outlook on almost everything, including himself.
Portman, Frank.  King Dork.  Genre:  Realistic Fiction.  High school loser Tom Henderson discovers that The Catcher in the Rye may hold the clues to the many mysteries in his life.
Powell, Ben.  Skateboarding Skills:  The Rider’s Guide.  Genre:  Sports How To.  An illustrated guide to do's and don'ts of skateboarding, with tips on choosing the right board, safety issues and equipment, and skateboarding techniques.
Shakur, Tupac.  The Rose That Grew From Concrete.  Genre:  Poetry.  A collection of poetry written by the rapper between 1989 and 1991, before he became famous. The poems are passionate, sometimes angry, and often compelling.
St. James, James.  Freak Show.  Genre:  Realistic Fiction.  Having faced teasing that turned into a brutal attack and the loss of his only real friend when he could no longer keep his crush under wraps, seventeen-year-old Billy Bloom, a drag queen, decides the only way to become fabulous again is to run for Homecoming Queen at his elite, private school.
Stern, Sam.  Real Food, Real Fast.  Genre:  Cookbook.  Teen cook Sam Stern presents recipes and ideas for healthy snacks and meals that take anywhere from five to thirty minutes to prepare.
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
