The Revolution: Boston, Bloody Boston
Monday, March 3rd at 2PM/1c

The American Revolution boldly established the independence of the
United States, yet the quest for liberty was no simple endeavor. As
the Colonists became increasingly burdened by restrictions imposed by
the British crown, growing unrest spilled over into outright
rebellion. Small skirmishes between colonists and representatives of
the British throne escalated in 1775. In order to pacify what he
viewed as a small rebellion, the King sent a contingent of Red Coats
from the seemingly all-powerful British Army across the Atlantic
Ocean. However, as the days and months progressed, the Red Coats,
their military leaders and King George III himself eventually realized
the ferocity, courage and collective will of the colonists they faced.

The Revolution: Boston, Bloody Boston dramatizes the controversies and
conflicts which perpetuated desires for American liberty, including
the Stamp Act riots, the Boston Massacre, the Boston Tea Party, and
the Battles at Lexington & Concord. As the story of the Continental
Congress plays out, viewers are introduced to some of the major
political players involved in the rebellion, including Samuel Adams,
John Adams, Benjamin Franklin, Patrick Henry, Thomas Hutchinson,
England's King George III and British General Thomas Gage. This first
episode in The Revolution series is a dramatic and gripping
introduction to the early stages of what eventually became a fierce
fight for independence. Educators will find that this series lends a
powerful visual storytelling element to their lesson plans related to
the history of the American Revolution.



Curriculum Links
The Revolution: Boston, Bloody Boston would be useful for high school
and middle school classes on United States History, Military History,
European History, and Colonial History. Teachers may want to use
clips from this series to animate their lesson plans and course units,
or chose individual episodes from this series to highlight a
particular chapter in the Revolutionary era. This documentary fulfills
several National Standards guidelines as outlined by the National
Council for History Education including: (1) Values, Beliefs,
Political Ideas and Institutions, (2) Conflict and Cooperation, (3)
Patterns of Social and Political Interaction and (4) Comparative
History of Major Developments.

The Universe: Cosmic Collisions
Tuesday, March 4th at 9PM/8c

The Universe series offers an epic exploration of the universe and its
mysteries, providing an in-depth analysis from the planets to the
stars to the edge of the known. As research into our universe has
become more sophisticated, new secrets are yielded which help us
understand our planet and the world beyond. Robotic rovers give us
eyes on the red rock of Mars, NASA probes slam into comets at hyper
speed, and deep space telescopes capture amazing images of the birth
of stars and their free-fall into black holes.

As gravity thrusts celestial bodies into movement, collisions in space
are common occurrences. Yet exactly what happens when these collisions
occur is the subject of intense study among astronomers as they
attempt to understand implications of what occurs in the dark recesses
of space. In this new one hour episode entitled Cosmic Collisions,
viewers learn about clusters of comets and asteroids known as
collisional families; experts explain such phenomenon as the impact of
star collisions, galaxy cluster collisions, and mass extinction
impacts involving asteroids and comets. Educators may want to use
clips from this documentary to lend a visual element to their course
units and lectures on related topics, or to prompt conversations among
students about methods scientists use to uncover new information about
our world.

Curriculum Links:
Cosmic Collisions is appropriate for middle school and high school
students. It would be useful for Science, Astronomy, Earth Sciences,
and Technology courses. It fulfills several National Standards
guidelines as outlined by the National Council for History Education
including 1) Civilization, Cultural Diffusion, and Innovation, and 2)
Human Interaction with the Environment.

Women's History Month Programming
Mothers of Invention
Friday, March 7th at 7am/6c
In the popular imagination, the gender of an inventor is most often
male — Alexander Graham Bell, Thomas Edison, Benjamin Franklin are
among the first people who might spring to mind. Mothers of Invention,
however, reveals that women have long been innovators as well, and
that they have been responsible for some of the most significant
inventions in U.S. history. This documentary explores the creations of
female innovators from the 18th century until the present day,
highlighting the contributions of women to the worlds of science,
technology and the production of consumer goods. This program explores
the obstacles confronted by American women in the early Republic who
were unable to secure patents on their inventions because they could
not own property. Despite additional barriers including unequal access
to education, women proceeded as creative trailblazers, designing a
wide range of items from refrigerated rail-cars to cosmetics to rocket
devices.

Mothers of Invention highlights several key female inventors, using
historical footage, images and commentary from historians to frame
these "Lady Edisons" in their unique historical contexts. The
Industrial Revolution prompted women like Margaret Knight to
mastermind machines that would accelerate monotonous tasks and make
hard work more bearable. The tumult of World War II thrust many women
into the work force, opening them up to new avenues of discovery. Few
people know, for instance, that a famous Hollywood actress was also
the creator of an anti-rocket missile device. This lively and
informative program shows how women have dedicated themselves to
finding new ways of making routine tasks easier and safer,
transforming our every day lives as a result of their experiments and
invaluable innovations.

Journey to 10,000 BC
Sunday March 9th at 8PM/7c

Journey to 10,000 BC tells the thrilling story of life on earth in
prehistoric times, transporting viewers back in time to one of the
first environmental crises faced by humankind. It unfolds a geologic
and climatic mystery that scientists are only now beginning to solve.
10,000 BC was a time of fantastic change on earth, when early humans
were just beginning to inhabit North America and huge climate
fluctuations swing the world back into a mini-Ice Age. Megafauna –
the saber tooth cat, the giant ground sloth, the camel, and the woolly
mammoth were suddenly becoming extinct. In this special two-hour
documentary viewers step back into pre-historic times to explore the
factors leading to these sudden changes.


In order to re-trace the events of 10,000 years ago, scientists
conduct a forensic investigation of major mammoth and early human
archaeological sites in North America. Along this journey, they
uncover fossilized bones, ancient homes, and weapons of stone. Using
state-of-the-art computer animation, this program re-creates one of
the great mammoth hunts of the time and illustrates the ways mighty
glaciers grew and receded. Students will also learn the most recent
theory about this time period as they explore the possible
extraterrestrial impact of a comet smashing into the Earth. This is an
excellent documentary for course units and lectures on the
pre-historic era, introducing students to the most recent methods
historians and scientists use to uncover clues into the past.

Curriculum Links:
Journey to 10,000 BC would be an excellent contribution to Science and
Technology, Geography, Environmental Science, Politics, and History
Courses. It is appropriate for high school students. This program
fulfills the following guidelines outlined by the National Center for
History Education: (1) Patterns of Social and Political Interaction,
(2)Human Interaction With the Environment, and (3) Comparative History
of Major Developments.
