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Math Grading Policy

The final marking period grade for your child will be calculated using the following components: Tests & Quizzes, Homework, and Class Work/Projects/Participation. 

Tests & Quizzes – 60%

Students will take approximately 6 tests and quizzes during the marking period. Students who are absent will be allowed to take a make-up test on the day they return to school provided that they have a note from their parent or doctor. 

Homework – 20%

Students will have approximately 30 minutes of Math homework each day. Homework is usually not assigned on Fridays. Students are expected to complete all assignments by their due date. Late assignments will be accepted for a decreased grade. Any homework assignment more than 3 days late will not be accepted. A student who is absent is responsible for all assignments.

Class Work/Projects/Participation – 20%

Active involvement in math lessons and discussions is vital to student success. Organized notes and class work is incorporated into this portion of a student’s grade. Poor conduct will negatively impact on the class work grade. Students will be notified in advance of projects. Each project will be graded using a special rubric.
