Please be reminded that CELL PHONES are not allowed in school.

Please DO NOT encourage your child to bring a CELL PHONE to school.
Attendance

Regular attendance is critical for student’s success in school.  Please be reminded of the Chancellor’s policy for attendance.   Students should not be absent more than 10% of the school year (18 days).  If the student is absent more frequently, the student is subject to a hold over in their current grade.  If the student is absent frequently he/she misses valuable instruction and learning time.  Students should also be to school on time each day (8:00a.m).  Remember to send a note to your child’s teacher with an explanation for the absence.  Even 10% is too many absences!  We also remind you to schedule medical or other appointments for after school hours or on the weekend.  Children should also take vacations during the school scheduled vacation periods.  It is important that children are in school daily so that they may learn and make progress.

Lost and Found
We have a number of clothing items belonging to students that are in the lost and found.  Please remind your children to be careful of their things.  You may also have them look in lost and found which is located in the student cafeteria.  Kindly make certain that your child’s name is written in sweaters, sweatshirts, jackets, coats, lunchboxes, etc.   We will be displaying all of the lost and

found items in the main lobby during Parent/Teacher conference.

Kindly note that your child’s status had been determined and letters informing you have been sent home. 
Lunch bills must be paid by the 1st of every month.  
Please put your payment in an envelope and mark your child’s name and class on the front.  If payment is made by check or money order, the student’s first and last name and class should be written in the memo area. Please note that there will be a fee of $35.00 for any check returned to us by the bank for insufficient funds.  If a family has more than one check returned for insufficient funds during the school year, the family will no longer be able to pay using a personal check for any school related purchase.  All payments will have to be cash or money order.

A receipt for payment will be sent home after your payment is received.

Parents are no longer allowed to leave their child’s lunch at the security desk.  

Students must have their lunch with them when they arrive to school.   

If a student does not have a lunch, a school meal will be provided and the parent will receive a bill.

Breakfast is FREE for all students every school day.

Breakfast is served 7:40a.m. – 8:00a.m.

Students who wish to purchase milk only during lunchtime the price is 25 cents. Paid daily

Students who have an outstanding lunch bill will not receive their report card at Parent/Teacher conference.
