Kindergarten Admissions Process
2012/2013 school year

The kindergarten admissions process is school-based, but there is a standard timeline for all schools and there are citywide guidelines for eligibility and admissions priorities.  Families must submit an application for kindergarten admission, even if they are applying to their zoned school.

Important dates in the kindergarten admissions process for the 2012/2013 school year:

*January 9 – March 2, 2012: Kindergarten admissions process.

  You must come into the school to fill out the “intent to apply” application.  

Please bring two proof of address within the last 60 days (gas and electric) 

and the child’s birth certificate.

*March 19 – March 23, 2012: Assignment notification letters will be sent home.

*March 26 – April 20, 2012: Pre-registration period.  If you received a seat, your notification letter will have the instructions to follow for pre-registration.
