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Course Description
This course is designed to equip high school seniors with the tools of civic minded young adults.  The course strives to provide students with an understanding of the foundation and establishment of the American government.  In addition, students will remain abreast of current events that affect local, national and international government, as they become global citizens.

Expectations

· Students are expected to report to class on time everyday.  Late students must have a pass and will be required to sign the late log.  Lateness will affect student participation grade.

· Whenever a student is absent, he/she must provide an absent note in order to excuse the absence.  Unexcused absences are regarded as cuts and work will not receive credit.

· Students must adhere to all school rules including proper dress code, gum chewing, eating in class and electronic devices.  Failure to adhere to rules will negatively affect class participation grade.

Homework and Exams

· Homework will be assigned on a regular basis.  Whenever absent, students are to make up any and all missing work upon their return.  Missing homework assignments will affect homework grade.  
· Exams will be announced in advance.  The day prior to the exam, a review will be conducted. Quizzes may or may not be announced.
