Course Overview and Expectations
This course is the second course in a three-year sequence of Algebra 1-2, Geometry 1-2, and Algebra 3-4.  The topics in this course have been divided into 22 State Standards.

The topics covered in this course include: area, perimeter, volume, surface area of basic geometric figures and solids, properties of quadrilaterals, triangles, lines, planes, and angles, the Pythagorean Theorem, trigonometric functions, logic, inductive reasoning and deductive reasoning.  This course is required for all students who wish to attend a university or state college.

6. Investigate the parts and properties of polygons

7. Solve area and volume problems using 2 and 3 dimensional figures

8. Use compasses and protractors to illustrate geometric properties
