Dear Parent/Guardian,

Welcome to 8th grade!

As your child is a “senior”, he/she is well aware of school rules, regulations and policies. He/she is expected to be a positive member of our school community and make good decisions.  Participation in ‘senior activities’ (graduation ceremony, prom, senior trip…) must be earned by good citizenship/decision making.  As parents and educators we want to reinforce these expectations.  In order to do that the following ‘demerit system’ will be instituted.
SENIOR DEMERIT POLICY

1. Students will receive one demerit for each after school detention.

2. Students will earn two demerits for each suspension (CASE, Principal’s or Superintendents)

3. Students will have opportunities to remove demerits as follows:
a. To remove a demerit the student must submit 7 ‘perfect’ Progress Sheets to the grade Dean (no blanks, no N’s or U’s), where a running total will be kept. Students must be on time and in uniform for ‘progress sheet’ to be considered perfect.
b. ‘Perfect’ Progress Sheets do not have to be consecutive; they are cumulative.

4. Exclusion from participation in senior activities will be based on outstanding demerits as follows:
a. 7 or more demerits; graduation ceremony, prom and senior trip.

b. 5 or 6 demerits; prom and senior trip (but may attend graduation ceremony).
c. 3 or 4 demerits; senior trip (but may attend prom and graduation ceremony).
d. 2 or less demerits may attend graduation ceremony, prom and senior trip.

e. All other activities will be determined by report cards (grades, conduct, lateness,

                        attendance…).
